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Summer Junior Interpreter Training

In July of 2008, the Museum trained a fantastic group of local youth to be volunteers.
These costumed volunteers help the Museum staff with events and programs in our
historical park. The program has been such a big success that we are planning on
running it again this summer!

During the two week training, the Museum will provide hands-on training in historical

skills such as candle making, weaving, open hearth cooking, and quill pen writing.

Training will include a classroom component giving volunteers background information to
put their activities in context. They also will use
information they learn during training to teach
visitors to our park about life in the back country. After the training,
volunteers will be asked to volunteer for at least twenty hours in the park
between August 2010 and July 2011.

The program will be open to males and females ages 10-13. Those

interested are encouraged to contact the High Point Museum and request

an application, which will be available in early March. Applications will be

reviewed and interviews will be held in the spring of 2010. Training is

tentatively scheduled for July 19-23 and continuing July 26-30. Junior
Interpreters will begin their work in August 2010.

In the Mail - Postal Document added to
Museum Collections

On March 4, 1925 Shelby Corbett made history when his letter

to Robah Betts, a pharmacist at Matton Drug, was the first piece
of air mail received in High
Point. Corbett’s letter started its
historic journey in the 2 pm mail
delivery on February 28 from
the Hotel Townsend in Casper,
Wyoming where Corbett was
staying on business. The letter
then traveled to Denver,
Colorado where it was stamped
March 2 and loaded on a plane.
Two days later, the letter
arrived, postage due, was
marked “This is the first air mail
delivered in High Point” and
signed by Marvin R. W. Green,
a postal worker.

Air Mail letter and envelope, Gift  Corbett’s letter also illustrates
of M. E. McAtee, 2009.035 the difficulty of traveling on
business at this time. While his letter may have traveled by air,
he most likely traveled slowly by train or car. In the letter,
Corbett laments about the difficulties of being on the road so
much, “I want to be where | can get aquainted [sic] with my
family and they will not have to hold the dog off of me when |
get home.”

While Green and Betts are easily found in High Point’s City
Directories and Census records, there is little information on
Corbett. There is no indication in the letter of what type of
business Corbett was engaged in. Likewise, it is unknown
whether or not Corbett succeeded in getting “a job running a
peanut parcher as soon as | get my affairs in shape” as he
desired in his letter or if he ever returned to High Point.
